THE FIRST FRIARS

The first Franciscan Friars to reach the Indian
tribes at the Colorado-Gila junction were Juan

de laAsuncion and Pedro Nadal. The following

year, in 1539, Friar Marcos de Niza passed
through the Pima Indian country. Upon his
recommendation an expedition headed by Cor-
onado was sent to make a complete conquest of
this territory. This expedition, however, proved
a failure.
